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A marine conservation group, Mission Blue, wants Canada to use next month's G20 summit to
promote an end to fishing subsidies which make it impossible to achieve sustainable fisheries.
They have written Prime Minister Stephen Harper to ask world leaders attending the Toronto
summit to pledge not to expand fishing subsidy programs it says are helping ravage fish stocks.
The organization says the world's fish stocks are on the verge of collapse because of
overfishing.
